 HEALED 

     Jesus rightly earned the title, ñGreat Physician.ò  

Again and again Jesus demonstrated his 

power and deity by confronting every dis-

ease presented to him with complete and 

thorough healing.  Moved by compassion, 

Jesus confronted leprosy, blindness, con-

genital lameness, and even death was com-

pelled to respond to Jesusô power.  He did 

not differentiate between the illnesses of 

Jew or Gentile, both alike received his lov-

ing touch.  Though Jesusô compassion was 

exceptional, and his healing in much de-

mand, we do not get the impression that the physical 

wellbeing of people was Jesusô primary concern.  When 

the disciples arrived saying that ñeveryone is searching 

for you,ò their statement sounded like a mild rebuke of 

Jesus, implying, ñCome on get busy healing these peo-

ple.ò  Yet Jesus was compelled to move on to other towns 

to preach the Good News.  The very existence of this re-

ality indicates that there is a greater tragedy than physical 

sickness; the tragedy of a diseased, spiritually sick soul, 

estranged from God.  

     Unlike Jesus, and very much like the disciples, we of-

ten see physical infirmities and suffering as the worst of 

evils.  We also are greatly moved by the plight of othersô 

physical grief.  Unlike Jesus, and very much like the dis-

ciples, we often are oblivious to the greater human trag-

edy of a life lived apart from God.  

     Few of us are miracle workers, and only some are 

truly trained to help with physical healing of disease and 

infirmity.  Still, we can and should provide comfort and 

aid to others during their times of physical duress.  But 

when it comes to providing help and healing for those 

sick of soul and estranged from God we can 

bring healing power.  Like the leper, we can 

relate the experience of our own spiritual 

healing, and more importantly we can intro-

duce them to the ñGreat Physician,ò Jesus.  

     We live in a world groaning under its 

losses.  It is a world of endless losses, and 

many of our fellow human beings walk with 

faces downcast on the surface of this planet.  

They say in some way or another: Our hope 

had beenébut we lost our hope.  

     Hope is a terrible thing to lose, and almost impossible 

to live without.  It is not the affects of physical circum-

stances alone that rob people of hope, but the fear that 

their world and life are out of control, and they despair 

that nobody cares, and nobody has the power to do any-

thing about it.  Yet each week we participate in a celebra-

tion of the Savior Lord and receive him who is Hope per-

sonified, who has proven his love for us and his power to 

help.  We are holding the antidote that can cure them of 

the poison of despair if we only will share it.  We recog-

nize Jesus, but that recognition is not just for us to savor 

or to keep as a secret.  Go and tell.  What you have heard 

and seen is not just for yourself.  It is for the brothers and 

sister and for all who are ready to receive it.  Go, donôt 

linger, donôt wait, donôt hesitate, but move now and re-

turn to the places from which you came, and let those 

whom you left behind in their hiding places know that 

there is nothing to be afraid of, that he is risen, risen in-

deed.

     For Roman Catholics throughout the world, the Sta-

tions of the Cross are synonymous 

with Lent, Holy Week and, espe-

cially, Good Friday. This devotion 

is also known as the "Way of the 

Cross".   It commemorates 14 key 

events on day of Christ's crucifix-

ion.  At each station we use our senses and our imagina-

tion to reflect prayerfully upon Jesusô suffering, Death, 

and Resurrection, and to experience and reflect on 

Christôs love for us.
